  The calibration of statistical analysis for surgical outcomes: when sample size is large, Hong Kong  

Developed the logistic model for predicting the surgical outcomes for the emergency patients, based on over 20 thousand medical records from Hospital Authority in Hong Kong.

Assessed the goodness-of-fit of the predicting model by using Hosmer and Lemeshow Test and explored the affect of different grouping numbers on assessing the goodness-of-fit.

Acquired skills using R to write simple functions with different bins in order to discover the optimal one.
